The Love Letters of WWII Project is an initiative of
the nonprofit Spirit of ‘45 campaign, which is
promoting public awareness and participation in
the new national day of remembrance to honor the
men and women of America's Greatest
Generation. Last year, Congress voted
unanimously in support of a National Spirit of '45
Day to be observed on the second Sunday of
every August to coincide with the anniversary of
the day President Harry S. Truman announced on
August 14, 1945 that WWII was over and young
couples everywhere began to look forward to a
future together.
