The DD 214, the Certiicate of 

Release or Discharge from 

Active Duty, is used to 

provide veriication 

of your military 

dates of services, 

achieved Military 

Occupational 

Speciality codes and 

the type and character 

of your discharge. 

There are two methods for obtaining your DD 214:

1. Utah Department of Veteran Afairs
The Utah Department of Veteran Afairs has copies 

of most DD 214 records for:

•	Veterans who had Utah as their “home of record” 

upon discharge from the military, and

•	Veterans whose discharge occurred in 1980 or later.

Call 1-800-894-9497 and provide your full name, 

date of birth, and Social Security Number.

Note: The Utah Department of Veteran Afairs will 

supply a copy of the DD 214 to the veteran, or 

next of kin, ONLY upon proof of identity.

2. National Archives
There are three options (online, mail, or fax) to 

request a copy. Most requests are illed within 10 

days. Follow the instructions on the website:
