
 

  

Freshman Application Process Checklist 

 

Every item must be complete for an applicant to be considered for admission to Brophy College Preparatory. All steps and 

documents are due January 30, 2015.   

  

1.  ONLINE APPLICATION 

 On the Brophy website under Admissions, create an online User Account with login name and password.* (Please make a 

note of login name and password for future use.). Complete all screens so that the buttons are “green” on the screen. 
When complete, click the green “Submit Application” button.  

 * Families can log back in to track where the applicant is in the process or use the free iPhone app.  

 

2. APPLICATION FEE 

A fee of $75 is due which covers both the application fee and entrance exam fee and is due PRIOR to the Entrance Exam. 

It can be paid online when you submit the online application or paid by cash/check in the Office of Admissions.  If you 

need a fee waiver, please contact us.  

 

3. BIRTH CERTIFICATE 

A copy of the birth certificate may be scanned/emailed (admissions@brophyprep.org), mailed, faxed, or hand-delivered 

to the Office of Admissions. The name on the birth certificate is the applicant’s full legal name and must be used on all 
application documents.  This is due PRIOR to the Entrance Exam.  

  

4.  COMPLETE ESSAY  

 Download form, handwrite the essay, and then mail or hand-deliver the original to Admissions.  Keep a copy!    

   

5.  DISTRIBUTE RECOMMENDATIONS  

 Download, sign and distribute the six (6) forms to appropriate administrator, teacher, moderator/coach and religious 

leader.  Completed recommendations will be mailed or hand-delivered by the recommender and will not be accepted 

until after December 1, 2014.  Please sign the forms before distributing them. 

  

6. TRANSCRIPT RELEASE FORM  

 Download, sign and distribute to your middle school for release of grades and standardized test scores at the completion 

of the Fall semester or first trimester.  Completed transcript and standardized test scores will be mailed or hand-

delivered by the middle school.  Please sign the form before giving it to the school. 

  

7. ENTRANCE EXAM 

 All students must take the HSPT entrance exam and writing sample  on either Saturday, January 10, 2015 or Saturday, 

January 24, 2015 at Brophy or another Catholic high school.  Your $75 fee is your reservation for the entrance exam.  

Applicants who do not test at Brophy are expected to complete the writing sample on their Interview Day. 

  

8. INTERVIEW DAY 

 Each applicant is required to participate in a personal interviewafterschool in January.  Online scheduling of interviews 

will be posted on our website (www.brophyprep.org) on December 15.
