Potential adopters are required to complete and submit an Adoption Application as the first step in the adoption process.

You will be contacted by a telephone call
once your application has been processed and reviewed. Since we bring the dog to you for a visit, potential adopters
cannot set up a meeting until they have an approved application with Vintage Dog Rescue. Once the potential adopter has
an approved application, then arrangements will be made to have them meet with the rescue dog at their home.

Submission of this application does not guarantee that you will receive a dog. An incomplete applicati on or
misrepresentation of any facts on this application is grounds for refusal. All existing dogs in the home must be
spayed or neutered and up to date on their shots in order for the application to be considered.

All dogs are vet checked, spayed or neutered, up-to-date on their shots, microchipped and kept on monthly heartworm
preventative prior to adoption. A minimum donation of $300.00 for dogs three years old or younger, $250.00 for dogs
over three years old but under eight years, and $200 for dogs over 8 years old and special needs dogs, to cover
veterinary care, including dental care, spay/neuter surgery, shots, vet visits, heartworm testing and microchipping, is
required and will be payable at the time of adotion. These fees are designed to cover medical care, spay/neuter,
shots, vet visits, etc. while the dog is in rescue.
