In 2002, Thakar led the Titan men's soc-
certeam to a 16-4-2 record, including the
school's first-ever PAC Championship and
NCAA playoff appearance. The Titans have posted an overall
record of 53-23-8 (.679) under his leadership over the past
four years.

He also began his first season as head women's coach
at Westminster in 2002, leading the Lady Titans to a 16-6-2
record and their first PAC title and NCAA Tournament bid. Last
season, the Lady Titans finished 16-7, earning their second
straight league crown and NCAA playoff berth.
