DANCE RULES & REGULATIONS

Dances at the High School will be restricted to students in grades 9-12 only.
Dance times will be 7:00-10:00 (unless specified).

No one will be admitted to the dance after the first hour, other than those
students who have made special arrangements with the Administration.
Students who choose to leave the dance early will not be permitted re-entry.
Students who are not dressed appropriately will not be allowed to enter the
dance. Appropriate dancing is expected. The WPHS Administration has the
final approval of appropriateness in terms of dress and style of dancing.

No book bags will be permitted in the dance.

No beverage containers will be permitted into the dance.

Students will be permitted to sit in the bottom three rows of the bleachers only.
All guests must be approved by the High School administration in advance.
Students bringing a guest must have signed up their guest in the Main Office
by the Wednesday prior to the dance. This means the WPHS hosting student
must provide the main office with a completed Dance-Emergency
Contact/Permission Form. The form must be completed and signed by the
guest, the guest’s parent(s)/guardian(s), as well as the Principal of the guest
student’s high school. The completed form must be submitted to the WPHS
Main Office by the date specified prior to the dance.

Guests over the age of 20 years old will not be permitted to attend the dance.
Only one guest is allowed per student.

All guests are expected to present a photo I.D.

Whitney Point students will be held responsible for the conduct of their guests.
All school rules and regulations remain in effect for school dances.

The WPHS reserves the right to use an alcohol sensor device to detect the use
and possession of alcohol during school dances.

The WPHS further reserves the right to deny access to the dance at any time.
