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From Manhattan and Points West: Midtown tunnel o the
LIE (495). Take East and get off at Exit #57 (Hauppauge
/ Vets Hwy). Turn left at the first traffic light onto Motor
Parkway. Continue 1.5 miles and the Club entrance is on the
left hand side. When pulling into the driveway, veer to the
left. The Club house is the building to the left of the hotel.
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From Eastern Long Island: LIE (495) West to Exit #58.
Make a right at the light (Old Nicholls Rd), then take it to
the second light (Motor Parkway) and make a left (7-Eleven
on the corner).
