Join Houston Rescue and 

Restore Coalition as we honor those who once looked up to the 

stars for their chance for freedom and those who still do today.   

ABOUT THE FUN RUN:  

Proceeds from this event will go directly to the outreach and 

educational activities of Houston Rescue and Restore Coalition, 

whose mission is to confront modern-day slavery by educating the 

public, training professionals and empowering the community to 

take action.    

Course: The run/walk will begin and end at Pavilion 2 in Tom Bass Regional Park Section I.  The run will go along the 

park’s inside track out onto Fellows Road, down to Tom Bass Regional Park Section II around the lake and back on 

Fellows Road to Tom Bass Regional Park Section I and back to Pavilion 2.  For those who are competitive runners we 

will be offering a timed run this year.  Please see additional costs associated with the competitive run.  

Parking: There is limited parking at Pavilion 2 and overflow parking available across the park located at the Arts 

Pavilion.   Volunteers will be on site to direct participants to over flow parking and to the start line for the race.  

 

Perks: All participants will receive an event T-shirt (which are all made by survivors of human trafficking in India), a 

goodie bag and food and refreshments, while supplies last, at the post-race party.  All participants will also be 

eligible for door prizes.  Must be present to claim prize.
