 Are you a family in transition?

*Have  you lost your housing  due  to foreclosure and are  now living 
doubled up with friends or relatives?

*Are you doubled  up with friends or family because  you cannot 
find or afford housing?

*Are you are living in a shelter, motel, vehicle, campground, 
temporary trailer?

*Are you are living  on the street, in an abandoned building  or 
another type of inadequate housing?

If so, your children may be eligible to receive assistance through a 
federal  program  called  the McKinney-Vento Act. Families in 
transition have certain rights/protection under the McKinney-
Vento Act that include student enrollment, access to programs 
and services, free meals and transportation.
