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A cat named Obe | By Jessica Sannan

| remember the first time |
saw our little hero. It was a
cold day in Duluth. My
morning rounds at the shelter
were an orchestra of howling
wind and soft mews asking
for breakfast. Walking past
the newest resident, | did a
double-take. The mass of
black fur was more puddle
than cat—his body pooling
beneath him. Unlike his tidy
neighbors, this exhausted
soul had defecated where he
lay. His fur was matted, filthy,
and disheveled; but mostly
| remember his expression.
His eyes were weary and sad,
his affect flat and haggard. | immediately scooped up the
mass of fur and pulled him close to my chest.

When 0be first came to the shelter,
his hind legs could not support
his weight.

They called him Obe—not as a reference to Obi-Wan-
Kenobi, but as an endearing term reflecting his obesity.

At 21 pounds he was not the heaviest cat we had seen,
but his body condition score easily marked a 9 or 10 with
his petite frame. Since his hind legs were unable to bear
his massive weight, the poor cat’s muscles had completely
atrophied. Instead of walking, he dragged his body like a
mermaid on land.

Our veterinarian discovered that Obe had a dislocated
knee and an extremely painful tooth requiring extraction.
A single touch near his mouth sent him scuttling into a
corner for hours. Since he was a stray, we had no informa-
tion regarding his previous life, but signs indicated neglect
and dangerous overfeeding.

The team at Animal Allies went to work. | will not deny that
euthanasia was discussed due to his poor quality of life.
You must understand that Obe could barely scoot himself
a few feet before collapsing. However, our facility prides
itself on exhausting all options before we employ that final
call. We weren'’t ready to give up on Obe.
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Obe and Jess cuddling.

A dental procedure was not yet safe because with extreme
obesity comes increased anesthetic risk. He would first have
to lose weight. With several trips to Home Depot and some
MacGyver tactics, we created him a sling on wheels — a
“go-cart” to help him begin to walk again. The plan was to
use it for brief periods to help develop stabilizer muscles

in his hind legs. At first his muscles would quickly give out,
collapsing him into his hammock. Some time went by with no
improvement, but then suddenly the wheels on his go-cart
started to turn.

How exciting it was! Using a
morsel of food, we coaxed

Obe a few steps at a time. He
resided in the medical office
where staff coached him using
special rugs for traction and
inspirational songs. His favorite,
| am convinced, was ‘Eye of the
Tiger.” Over the next six months
we obtained radiographs on his
legs, administered daily joint
medication, and performed

a dental extraction on his
irksome tooth.

Obe’s go-cart.

As is common in shelters across the nation, staff and
volunteers at Animal Allies often fall in love with the miracle
cases we serve. On June 20, | adopted our little hero. Obe
is now 16 Ibs, stands tall, and uses a ramp to climb up on
the couch for snuggles. My only complaint? He purrs like
a lawn mower! Every night, he waits patiently by my bed to
be scooped up and held close to my chest. And | think to
myself, ‘| can’t wait until he learns to jump.’
