 Entries must be submitted with the form below to the PG Community Center (new rec center at 547 S  
      Locust Ave). 
 There is an entry fee of $1 for residents and $2 for non-residents.  Please attach payment in an envelope, 

secured to the artwork. 
 Entries must be clearly marked on the back with name, age, and phone number.  
 Artwork will be judged by a panel of local artists in the following age groups:   
      Preschool (up to age 5), 6-8, 9-12, 13-15, and 16-18. 
 Judging will be based on creativity artistic merit and use of medium with bonus points for use of theme (but 

not required). 
 Winners will be announced by placement of ribbons on Wednesday, June 16th. 
 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places awarded in each age group and an overall Best of Show. 
 Winning entries will become property of the city for one year and will be displayed in the PG Community 

Center.
