The reverse has a space for the
name and date of the recipient to be en-
graved. The medal is suspended from a
gold ribbon and may be worn at any SAR
event.

The medal, along with a certificate is
presented by the National Society at the
Annual Congress. The medal is awarded to
any SAR member who is the first-line

Sponsor that recruited ten new members. A new member is defined as an individual
who was not previously a SAR member, but whose membership application has been
approved by the National Society.

We plan to hold a Sponsor Workshop in a few months. The Workshop will be a great
opportunity to learn some of the techniques of the best Chapter genealogists and recruit-
ers. You may want to invite a potential member to attend the workshop with you. TIP:
when discussing our Society with potential members ask if they had any family in the
Civil War and if they did then it is likely that there was an ancestor in the Revolutionary
War.
