As you read your book this week, think about what it is the author was thinking about as they wrote the
story. What was the main reason they wanted to share with the reader? As you write your paragraphs
be sure to include evidence that supports your reasoning for choosing the main idea.

Example: Although you go to school and do many different things there, the main idea (or reason) behind
it is for you to learn.
