If, as a parent, you request that your child 
be placed at a different level then s/he would normally play, both you and your player should 
understand this policy: 

1. Your child MUST ATTEND a tryout to be evaluated by a committee.  The decision of 
that committee is final.  Players who don’t attend the tryout for evaluation will be 
placed in their appropriate league. 

2. Parents of players playing outside their appropriate league must sign an Age Policy 
Guidelines form.  Contact Jeff Sabo 734-731-9656 if you want to have your child 
evaluated to play outside their appropriate league.
