 3. Enter only one piece from a successful class project, not multiple pieces of the same project.  

 4. Remember that this is not a venue for displaying the art of every one of your students, but a 
special art show where excellent pieces of art are shown.  

 5. Please try to mat or mount the art so that it is sturdy and shows the work off  nicely.
