Do-
ing the repairs now can save 
time and aggravation later.

Get A Jump Start On Farm Equipment Maintenance
 If you need to order parts, 
go ahead and do it to reduce 
the likelihood of delays dur-
ing the critical spring days 
ahead. When you check 
equipment, pay particular 
attention to rubber compo-
nents, as these will some-
times become brittle and 
cracked during the winter.
 Check implements for 
broken, missing or worn 
parts you may need to re-
place. Go over the machin-
ery and tighten bolts, nuts 
and cap screws. Pump fresh 
grease into fittings to remove 
any condensation that may 
have formed in the winter. 
Apply touch up paint to any 
rusted or scratched areas. 
 On planters make sure 
moveable parts are not stuck. 
Also check for wear and re-
place any overly worn parts.
 Electrical problems can 
lead to time-consuming 
breakdowns. Now is the time 
to check for loose connec-
tions, frayed or broken wires 

and repair broken gauges, 
lights and switches.
 Remember to include 
sprayer maintenance in your 
late-winter cleaning tasks, 
ensuring that your spray 
equipment is ready for the 
planting season; it could 
save you time and money. 
If you take care of sprayer 
maintenance prior to the 
hectic growing season, it 
can prevent time-consum-
ing equipment breakdowns, 
higher chemical costs, re-
duced pesticide effective-
ness and potential crop dam-
age. Rinse out the sprayer 
to remove any dirt that ac-
cumulated over the winter. 
Check the pump and nozzles 
for excessive wear and be 
sure the pump is operating at 
full capacity. Inspect sprayer 
lines for leaks.
 Clean filter screens and 

replace worn ones in the 
sprayer and in tractors. 
You’ll need to ensure they 
are not restricting air flow. 
Replace fuel filters as they 
age and become clogged.
 Be sure to consult your 
operator’s manual on trac-
tors and other equipment for 
additional maintenance in-
structions.

USDA Provides One-Time Extension of 
Deadline to Update Base Acres or Yield 

History for ARC/PLC Programs
Farmers Now Have Until March 31 to Update Yields 
and Reallocate Base Acres; Deadline for Choosing 

Between ARC and PLC also Remains March 31
 Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack has announced that 
a one-time extension will be provided to producers for the 
new safety-net programs established by the 2014 Farm 
Bill, known as Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) and 
Price Loss Coverage (PLC). The final day to update yield 
history or reallocate base acres has been extended one ad-
ditional month, from Feb. 27, 2015 until March 31, 2015.  
The final day for farm owners and producers to choose 
ARC or PLC coverage also remains March 31, 2015.  
 “This is an important decision for producers, because 
these programs provide financial protection against unex-
pected changes in the marketplace. Producers are working 
to make the best decision they can.  And we’re working 
to ensure that they’ve got the time, the information, and 
the opportunities to have those final conversations, review 
their data, and to visit the Farm Service Agency to make 
those decisions,” said Vilsack.  
 If no changes are made to yield history or base acres 
by March 31, 2015, the farm’s current yield and base will 
be used.  A program choice of ARC or PLC coverage also 
must be made by March 31, 2015, or there will be no 2014 
payments for the farm and the farm will default to PLC 
coverage through the 2018 crop year.
 “These are complex decisions, which is why we 
launched a strong education and outreach campaign back 
in September.  Now we’re providing a one-time extension 
of an additional month so that every producer is fully pre-
pared to enroll in this program, “ said Vilsack.
 Nationwide, more than 2.9 million educational post-
cards, in English and Spanish, have been sent to producers, 
and over 4,100 training sessions have been conducted on 
the new safety-net programs. The online tools, available 
at www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-plc, allow producers to explore 
projections on how ARC or PLC coverage will affect their 
operation under possible future scenarios. 
 Covered commodities include barley, canola, large and 
small chickpeas, corn, crambe, flaxseed, grain sorghum, 
lentils, mustard seed, oats, peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, 
long grain rice, medium grain rice (which includes short 
grain rice), safflower seed, sesame, soybeans, sunflower 
seed and wheat. Upland cotton is no longer a covered 
commodity.
