After the first round, the audience votes 

to bring back the top eight of the 16 contestants.  The top 8 sing again in round 2.   The audience will vote after round 2 to bring 

back 3 talented singers to compete for the title of Mundelein Idol.  The top 3 show their best in the finals.  The audience votes 

one more time and the 2012 Mundelein Idol will be crowned.
