
 

Grand Blanc High School’s Dance Regulations & Dress Code 

 
CONDUCT:  

The Board of Education approved Rights and Responsibilities Handbook will be in effect at all times. 

Students who choose to bring a guest must have a completed guest application returned by the due date 

prior to purchasing a ticket. Only approved guests will be admitted. Guests are defined as students from 

area high schools or graduates who are younger than 21years on or before day of the dance.  Only ǲface to faceǳ dancing will be permitted. All dance guests must adhere to the dance regulations and dress code 

policies. 

 

BOYS DRESS:  

Attire is described as a dress suit or tuxedo, a shirt with a collar, a tie or bow tie, or a turtleneck. Shirts as 

described are to be worn at all times. It is considered unacceptable for boys to remove their shirts at any 

time during the dance. Pants need to be secured above the waist as to not show undergarments.  Students 

violating these guidelines prior to the dance will not be admitted. Further, students violating these 

guidelines anytime during the dance will be asked to leave without a refund of the ticket price. 

 

GIRLS DRESS:  

Traditionally dresses or gowns may be strapless or may feature straps. Bare or open-backed garments 

are acceptable; however, bra-tops or garments that are more than 5 inches below the collarbone, and/or 

skirts that are more than 7 inches above the knee are not permitted. Undergarments may not be exposed. 

See-through apparel and gowns or dresses with slits or leg-exposing cutouts that are above 7 inches are 

not permitted. Students violating these guidelines prior to the dance will not be admitted. Further, 

students violating these guidelines anytime during the dance will be asked to leave without a refund of 

the ticket price. 

 

Because dances are school-sponsored events, behavior and dress code requirements will be enforced by 

building administrators and staff. Students violating these guidelines prior to the dance will not be 

admitted. Further, any students violating these guidelines during the dance will be asked to leave without 

a refund of the ticket price.
