Clothing:
__  1 pair water shoes or old tennis shoes for beach and 

boating

__   2 pairs closed toed shoes (sneakers or hiking boots; 

NO SANDALS OR FLIP-FLOPS)

__  Socks (2 pairs for each day) 

__  Underwear (1 for each day) 

__  Warm pajamas, sweat pants or liong underwear

__  Jean or long pants (1 pair for every 2 days)

__  Shirts or t-shirts (1 for each day)

__  Warm jacket

__  Fleece or hoodie

__  Rain jacket

__  Baseball cap or sun hat

__  Slippers or thick socks to wear in the cabin

__  Bathing suit

__  Rain boots

__  Backpack for carrying items around at camp

Bedding and Linens:
__  Warm sleeping bag or several warm blankets

__  Pillow with case

__  2 towels (1 for swimming, 1 for showering)

__  Wash cloth

__  Sturdy laundry bag with your name on it

Personal Items:
__  Water bottle

__  Soap in a baggie or plastic container

__  Toothbrush and toothpaste

__  Comb or brush

__  Shampoo

__  Sunscreen

__  Sunglasses

Optional:
__  1-2 pairs of shorts (depends on weather)

__  Rain pants

__  Camera, case, batteries (optional)

__  Head lamp/ flashlight

__  Extra blanket

__  White item for tie-dying (t-shirt, pillowcase, etc.)

__  Binoculars

__  Book, magazine, reading material

__  Pens, pencil, paper
