Senior High entrance on the North side of the building. Please use the West
Entrance from High Street; personnel will be available at that entrance to assist
with directions. Each guard will be allocated seven wristbands. The wrist bands
are for the back bleachers only. Please inform chaperones and staff of this. If
they wish to watch the show from the front, they must buy a ticket. Please hand
in your show write-ups when you check in if you have not already posted them to
the Northeast Circuit website. In addition to warm-up time, practice time is
available from 1PM to 3PM in 10 minute blocks, and available on a first come,
first served basis. Please contact Mary Burke (585-615-7428) for times.

Drop off at front of school facing High Street. Again, please use the West
Entrance from High Street; personnel will be available at that entrance to assist
with directions. Props will be stored in our Auxiliary Gym prior to performance.
The Gymnasium has a single door entrance.

The auxiliary gym, where the props are stored, is located to the right rear of the
main gym. Props and guards will be staged there, mats will be unfolded from
right to left (as the judges face the floor), then refolded from right to left, and
guards and props will exit to the left rear. This means that your mat must be
folded so that you are prepared to open it from right to left.

From the East:

Travel NYS Thruway (west) to Exit 44 (Rte 332, Canandaigua/Victor Exit). Take Rte 332 south
heading toward Canandaigua to Rte 96. Turn right onto Rte 96 and take it into the village of
Victor. Turn Right onto High Street (3™ traffic light in the village of Victor). Take High Street to
the school. The school is approximately 0.25 mile on the right.

From the West:

NYS Thruway (east) take Exit 45 (Rte 490). After the tollbooth take first exit (exit 29) off Rte
490. At the stop sign, turn left onto Rte 96. Follow Rte 96 approximately 2 miles to Lane Rd.
Turn left onto Lane Rd. (There is a Ford dealership on the right and a traffic light just before
Lane Rd). Follow Lane Rd. to first Stop sign and turn right onto High Street. The school is
approximately 0.5 mile on the left.

From Rochester:

Travel 490 east to the Victor exit (last exit before the Thruway - exit 29). The exit ramp will put
you on Rte. 96. Follow Rte 96 approximately 2 miles to Lane Rd. Turn left onto Lane Rd.
(There is a Ford dealership on the right and a traffic light just before Lane Rd). Follow Lane Rd.
to first Stop sign and turn right onto High Street. The school is approximately 0.5 mile on the left.
