 One of the examples of a traditional form of Japanese architecture, Machiya were and sometimes still are 
combination residence and business spaces for the merchants of Kyoto. These buildings have certain charming 
characteristics and features unique to them, including private client rooms to entertain guests. Machiya display 
thousands of years of Japanese craftsmanship but are slowly disappearing in favor of modernization.
