Parking space being very limited, we recommend to 
use public transport. 
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By Metro 
 

Schuman is the nearest station (Lines  or ) and is at a +/- 5-minute walk from the Résidence Palace. For a map of the 
Metro lines, please click here. 
 
From Schuman Station (“A” on map below) 
 

• Follow the Train Station Voie 1 or Voie 2 signs. 

• Once in the train station, follow the Voie 1 sign and then the Résidence Palace sign which will lead you to the main 
entrance of the Résidence Palace. Please note that the station is undergoing major revamping works and, therefore, the 
signs are not always very visible. 

 

 
 
From Gare du Midi/Zuid Station (Brussels South Train Station–Thalys & Eurostar Station) 
 

• Take  Line  or Line , direction Simonis (Elisabeth). 

• Get off at Arts-Loi. 

• Change line and take  Line , direction Stockel OR Line , direction Hermann Debroux. 

• Get off at Schuman, then follow the above mentioned directions.

By Train 
 
The nearest train station is Gare de Bruxelles-Schuman/Brussel-Schuman Station. This station is underneath the 
Résidence Palace. When you arrive in the station, just follow the Résidence Palace (Voie 1) sign which will lead you to the 
main entrance of the Résidence Palace. Please note that the station is undergoing major revamping works and, therefore, 
the signs are not always very visible. 
 

By Car 
 
For driving directions, please use one of the following mapping services: Derouck, Mappy or ViaMichelin. 
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From Brussels Airport 
 

If you arrive at the Brussels Airport Zaventem, you can either take the train, a bus or a taxi. 

By Train The airport train station is located below the terminal (basement level -1). Up to 4 trains an hour connect the 
airport to Bruxelles Central and Bruxelles Midi stations (from 5:00 AM to midnight). 

Buy your ticket to Bruxelles Central or Bruxelles Midi (One way = €5,20;Round Trip: €10,40) and get off at the 
Bruxelles Central or Bruxelles Midi station. The journey lasts about 25-30 minutes. Then, follow the above 
mentioned directions.

By Taxi Taxi station is located in front of the airport building. The ride will cost you between €40 and €50. Travel time 

is around 20 minutes or more depending on traffic. 
 

By Bus The Airport Line is a 30-minute express service between Brussels Airport and the European quarter, where 
the Résidence Palace is located. It departs from platform C. Get off at Schuman and follow the above 
mentioned directions. 
 
From Monday to Friday 8 pm the Airport Line carries the number 12 and serves the major stops. On 
weekdays after 8 pm, on Saturday, Sunday and holidays the Airport Line carries the number 21 and serves all 
stops. The ride (+/- 45 minutes, depending on traffic) will cost you € 3.00 if purchased outside vehicle and 
€ 5.00 if purchased inside vehicle. FYI, a 10-journey ticket costs € 21.00. 
You can purchase a ticket before boarding the bus from the GO vending machine located on platform C. 
Should you take this bus, get off at the last stop Place du Luxembourg and follow the directions above 
mentioned. For more information, please click here. 
 

 
From Brussels South Charleroi Airport  
 
If you arrive at the Brussels South Charleroi Airport, you may take the Brussels City Shuttle Service from the airport to 
Brussels South Railway Station (Gare du Midi/Zuidstation). Then, follow the above mentioned directions The fare is €13.00 
one way and €22.00 roundtrip and travel time is +/- 1 hour, depending on traffic. 
 
Persons with limited mobility may wish to arrange special taxi services in Brussels. Taxis for wheelchair users are available 
from Taxi Hendriks. 
 

From Aloft Brussels Schuman 
 
From the hotel, turn left on Rue Froissart and carry on for 265 m. Then, at the roundabout Robert Schuman left on Rue de 
la Loi and carry on for 211 m. It’s a 9-10-minute walk. 
 

From Alma Grand Place Brussels 
 
From the hotel, go to the Gare Centrale Railways Station and follow the above mentioned directions. 
 

From Holiday Inn Brussels-Schuman 
 
From the hotel, turn left on Avenue d'Auderghem and carry on for 67 m. At the roundabout Robert Schuman, turn left Rue 
de la Loi and carry on for 253 m. It’s +/- a 6-minute walk. 
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From Martin’s Central Park 
 
From the hotel, go to the roundabout, turn right on Boulevard Charlemagne and carry on for 227 m. Then, turn left on Rue 
de la Loi and carry on for 69 m. It’s +/- a 6-minute walk. 
 

From Sofitel Brussels Europe Aloft Brussels Schuman 
 
From the hotel, walk the Rue Froissart up toward the roundabout Robert Schuman. Once you have reached the roundabout, 
turn left on Rue de la Loi and carry on for 211 m,. It’s +/- an 11-minute walk.
