To participate, we ask that you: Adopt A Family, Hold A Toy Drive, Hold A Food Drive, Volunteer, and/or Provide A
Financial Donation. Please return the form below before December 10. We will send the relevant information
(children’s ages, sizes, and special requests they may have) back to you. We work with families of all sizes, from single
parents with one child to large blended families sharing an apartment, so we can accommodate almost any request.

When you adopt a family we ask you to provide both Christmas gifts & dinner. You choose the family size, but you must
provide at least two new gifts for each child (some donors provide more and may include something for the adults, but
this is not required). Gift cards to stores like Payless Shoes and Target are also fine. When providing Christmas dinner,
please buy gift cards for frozen goods, turkeys and perishables and purchase other holiday food items or consider
providing gift cards for a complete Christmas dinner. Additional food and grocery gift cards are always welcome.

With the exception of groups adopting multiple families, donations must be delivered to the Orange County Fair and
Event Center, on Thursday, December 18, 2014 between 8:00 am - 11:00 am. It is essential that contributions be
dropped off by the listed times as recipient organization pick-ups begin shortly thereafter (groups adopting 4 or more
families will be contacted with drop off information for the 16th or 17th).
