Strength In Sharing”

Rev. Clifford A. Jones, Jr., Pastor of United
Cornerstone Baptist Church, graced the pulpit
of New Bethel Baptist Church to bring God’s
Word to the 60th Annual Youth/Young Adult
Day gathered on Sunday, March 13,2011. Master
Rashawn Couthen was worship leader.

Using Psalms 78:1-8 as his text, Rev. Jones told
the audience, “There Is Strength In Sharing” He
alluded to a disease that has claimed more lives
than all of the natural disasters. The disease
that he spoke of was “the muted tongue”” Jones
began, “The author of psalms 78 had more
years behind him than ahead; his mind was
still sharp, but he needed to tell the young
something. There are four points that we should
garner from Psalms 78: 1) God is gracious; 2)
People are rebellious; 3) God’s anger; and 4)
God restored His relationship. 'm about to share
with you some information—our history is not
all that great. We don't like to talk about Cuddin’
Frank who drank; or Cuddin’ Susie who was a
loser; or Cuddin’ Jack who smoked crack! We
must tell the bad with the good, the ugly with
the pretty. Sex is one of those strange things we
all do, but don't talk about. We sing it, but don’t
talk about it. As we talk about things and share
times of when we messed up, we can break the
cycle of repetition”

In conclusion, Rev. Jones testified, “It's only
because God is good that 'm here. [ don’t
always talk right or walk right. To my children
here, ask the older folks their story Pair
children up with older adults and have them
share their story.
