Excursion: Connemara Heritage
and History Center. Visit the
homestead of Dan O’Hara, and hear
about life in the region in the 19th
century. Participate in a turf-cutting
demonstration and learn what role it
plays in Ireland today.

Excursion: Kylemore Abbey.
Experience the Victorian atmosphere
of Kylemore Abbey.

Educational Focus: Irish

DAY 4 ~ ROUNDSTONE
Cultural Immersion: Traditional
Irish Music and Performing Arts.

Learn about
Ireland’s music tradition and
performing arts, then watch a
demonstration of “Sean-nos” dancing
that has been passed down through
the generations in Connemara.

See a Birds of
Prey flying demonstration, then visit
Poulnabrone Dolmen before meeting
up with a local expert for a guided
tour of Burren National Park.
Conclude at the windswept Cliffs

of Moher for spectacular views.

DAY 6 ~ GALWAY

Excursion: Irish Treasures. lLearn
about the crafting of Irish crystal,
then visit Brigit’s Garden, inspired

by the Celtic culture. See the Quiet
Man’s Bridge, made famous in the
classic movie starring John Wayne
and Maureen O’Hara, then visit
Aughnanure Castle, a well-preserved
example of an Irish tower house.

Irish Sports (GAA). Explore the
history of the Gaelic Athletic
Association and its connections to
Ireland’s nationalist movement.
Attend a demonstration by a leading
athlete in Gaelic Football and Hurling.

Cruise
to Inishmore, the largest of the Aran
Islands. Encounter prehistoric forts,
megalithic tombs and the remains of
churches. Walk to the ruins of the
Diin Aengus fortress.

Excursion: Local Music. After
returning to the mainland, stop in

a pub to enjoy Irish music in an
everyday setting.
