Course Description

German 1103.01 is an intermediate-level introduction to the German language and German-
speaking cultures. It is a course that builds on the structures that were introduced in 1101,
1102, and 12686. It is the third of a three-semester course sequence designed to address the
goals of category 1. Skills: C. Foreign Language of OSU’s General Education Curriculum:

Goals
Foreign Language coursework develops students’ skills in communication across ethnic,
cultural, ideological, and national boundaries, and helps students develop an understanding
of other cultures and patterns of thought.
Expected Learning Outcomes
1. Students demonstrate basic communicative skills (e.g., speaking, listening, reading,
and/or writing) in a language other than their native language.
2. Students learn about the cultural contexts and manifestations of the peoples who
speak the language that they are studying.
3. Students recognize and understand differences and similarities between the cultures
and communities of the language that they are studying and their own.

German 1103.01 is a course designed to develop and expand your skills in German as you
explore ideas, cultural topics and themes from the German-speaking world. This course
conforms to goals set by the European Common Framework of Reference for Languages at

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Recommendations for Success

Becoming proficient in German means developing culturally appropriate language SKILLS in
addition to understanding how the language works. Language skills are developed through
continuous and meaningful PRACTICE, including practice in using the language to
communicate with others. In class we will use a variety of practice activities and language
tasks that require you to interact with others. These are designed to supplement the
INDIVIDUAL STUDY and preparation that you can do best by yourself at home. You will find
that REGULAR rather than sporadic PREPARATION is essential for steady progress and
good performance. Timely completion of homework helps reinforce your learning and keep
you up to date in class. REGULAR ATTENDANCE will give you the opportunity to practice
using the language with others and to receive feedback from your instructor; it is also a
courtesy to your instructor and the other learners when you attend regularly, fully prepared
and motivated to work and learn.

Repeated and/or lengthy, unexcused absences will result in the filing of an absence report
with your college office.

Regular work with the audio and video program will help you greatly to understand,
pronounce, and speak German. If you work with the listening materials on a consistent basis
you will have a distinct advantage in the classroom and on the listening comprehension
portion of each test. To supplement your work with the listening comprehension activities, you
can also download the audio .mp3 files and view the streamed video files from our OSU
"virtual lab" at http://telr.osu.edu/languagelab/ Just click on "German" and sign in with your
OSU login. You can also visit the CARMEN course website for additional materials.

We also recommend that you take advantage of extracurricular opportunities such as our
weekly Kaffeestunde to practice your German language skills.

Class Participation and Homework

Class participation and preparation are essential to your learning and will contribute
significantly to your performance. They are an expected part of the course. Participation will
be assessed using the CLASS PARTICIPATION SCALE provided by your instructor on the
CARMEN course website.

As mentioned above, regular practice and preparation are necessary for steady development
and success in language learning. Therefore, your instructor will assign daily homework, so
you can study the new materials and practice listening, reading and writing German outside
the class. Your instructor will typically assign homework from the workbook portion of the
Berliner Platz Neu 1, the Intesivtrainer, and the German grammar instructional materials
(powerpoints and worksheets) available on the CARMEN course website. The German
grammar instructional materials provide explicit and clear explanations about German
sentence structures and other necessary grammatical items.

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Attendance

In this course, you will be permitted four unexcused absences during the semester, which is
the equivalent of a full week of class in this course. Starting with the fifth unexcused
absence, your grade will be lowered by 1% for each time you have an unexcused absence.
This will be repeated up to five unexcused absences. For example, if you have already used
up your four free unexcused absences and your grade is 85% with the fifth unexcused
absence your grade will be reduced to 84% and 83% with the sixth unexcused absence and
so on. After a total of nine (4+5) unexcused absences your overall grade will be lowered by
one full letter grade for each additional unexcused absence. For example, if your grade is a
B and you already have 9 unexcused absences, with your tenth unexcused absence your
grade will be lowered to a C.

Absences are only excused with a valid, written excuse. If you have to be absent or are ill,
contact a classmate or your instructor to find out the assignments that you missed.

Tardiness: Coming late to class is disrespectful to the students in class and the instructor. It
also disrupts the lesson. Repeated tardiness will lower your grade. Four times 10 minutes
late or more will be counted as one full day of unexcused absence.

Tests & Assessments

Your grade in this course will be based primarily on your PERFORMANCE on assessments
that test your German communication skills and knowledge of German culture.

Written Chapter tests will be given for Chapters 17-18, 19-20, and 21-22. Chapter 23
materials will be included on the final. Dates for all chapter tests will be announced in
advance.

There will be a number of short written or oral quizzes, announced and unannounced.

All tests and assessments will be graded on a percentage basis. Missed tests or quizzes will
count as ZERO. There will be NO MAKE UPS on missed quizzes. Only in the case of
verifiable (documented) illness or emergency will a make-up be given for a major
assessment.

Compositions will be assigned at least one week in advance of the due date. Expectations
and grading criteria for compositions are outlined on the materials provided by your instructor.

Homework You will receive feedback on your homework (this is separate from the
compositions/writing assignments); your homework grade will be based on the percentage of
successfully completed assignments. Your instructor reserves the right to refuse late or
haphazardly prepared homework.

There will be a comprehensive departmental final that will count 30% of your course grade.
The date of your final exam is at . THIS
DATE IS DETERMINED BY THE UNIVERSITY AND CANNOT BE CHANGED. Your ability
to speak and understand spoken German will be assessed in the form of one graded in-class
role-play and one mini-presentation. The oral assessment portion of the final exam (25% of
final exam points) will take place in the last weeks of the semester. All oral assessments will
be announced in advance. Instruction, grading criteria and expectations will be provided to
you by your instructor. Class participation and preparation are essential to your learning and
will contribute significantly to your performance. They are an expected part of the course.
Participation will be assessed using the CLASS PARTICIPATION SCALE provided by your
instructor.
