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IMSCC Chamber Music Ensemble Program

Explore the art of ensemble playing with us!

Chamber music (small ensembles) provides a rich learning experience. By playing with a small

group, students learn listening skills, develop better intonation and reading skills, and begin to

learn the fundamental musical art of playing with other musicians. Many aspiring young

musicians also discover a new excitement about music through working in a small ensemble
environment. Each ensemble will have weekly coaching sessions with an IMSCC faculty

member and will have an opportunity to perform at the end of the session.

Who is this program for? This program is open to all students who have been playing for at
least a year and are committed to serious study of music and of their instrument. Students who
participate in a Chamber Music ensemble must be:

e Participating in school ensemble (band, orchestra, chorus)
e Studying privately, either through IMSCC or elsewhere
e Willing and able to attend all scheduled group practices

How does it work? Ensembles will be formed according to compatible instruments and abilities,

teacher availability, and space availability. Teacher/coaches will work directly with parents and
students to work out rehearsal schedules. Groups will meet for twelve weeks in a session (there
are two sessions, Fall and Spring.) Each group will have an opportunity to perform.
