Es la una (“it is one o’clock”). There is no word for “o’clock” in
Spanish. Therefore, the feminine form (la una) refers to the
feminine noun la hora (“the hour”), which is implied.

Son las dos/tres (“It is two/three o’ clock” [literally, “they are the
two/three,” implying “hours” or o’ clock]). Fifteen after or before
the hour can be expressed as quince (“fifteen”) or cuarto (“quarto”)

A.M.; in the morning de la mafiana
P.M.; in the afernoon/evening de la tarde
P.M.; at night de la noche
on the dot; sharp en punto
Adjectives

Adjectives are words that describe or modify
nouns or pronouns. There are two types of
adjective: quantitative and qualitative.
Adjectives must agree in number and gender
with the noun they describe. In Spanish the
guantitative adjectives are placed before the
noun; are other adjectives are generally placed
after the noun.

Adjectives ending in -e or most consonants
don’t change to reflect gender.

To create the plural of an adjective ending in a
consonant, add —es.

To create the plural of an adjective ending in -
or, add —es to the masculine form and —as to
the feminine form.

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The Latino Patient

Within the Hispanic culture the extended
family plays an extremely important role.
