The ActewAGL Capital Junior Open is open to all MALE and FEMALE golfers with a valid GA handicap 
from recognised Golf Clubs affiliated with a State or Overseas Association, and who are under 21 years of age 
or younger on the day of the event. 

The Open is a Stroke event played over 18 holes, with both Male and Female Net and Gross competitions 
conducted (depending on entries at the sole discretion of the Capital Match Committee).  At the sole discretion 
of the Capital Match Committee, depending of the number of entries received by the closing date, Divisions 
may be combined or not be conducted. 

Use of motorised buggies or other ride-on vehicles is prohibited unless authorised by the Capital Match 
Committee. 

Entries Close: 6pm Wednesday 7 August 2013 (deposited in the Members Box at the Capital Golf Club 
House or by emailing them to alangalbraith@netspeed.com.au)  completed in the form of this entry and 
accompanied by the non-refundable entry fee of $15.  Entries not received by closing time and date may not 
be accepted for the event at the sole discretion of the Capital Match Committee. 

Play shall be in accordance with the Rules of Golf, as recognised by Golf Australia, and the Local Rules of the 
Capital Golf Club. 

Players must report to the starter ready to tee off at least twenty (20) minutes prior to their designated Tee 
Time. Failure to do so may result in a two shot penalty or, in extreme late cases, disqualification. 

All ties will be decided by the Capital Match Committee based on the Golf Australia count back system. 

On completion of the round, all players are to complete their card administration and lodge the card with the 
Match Committee within 15 minutes.  Failure to lodge the completed card within this time frame may result in 
disqualification. 

Tee times will commence from 11.00am.  Allocation of players to groups will be at the sole discretion of the 
Capital Golf Club Committee.    Tee times will be published on the Capital Golf Club website 
(http://www.capitalgolfclub.org) after 5pm Friday 9 August. 

Any player scoring a “hole-in-one” during the course of the event will receive a $250 voucher for the driving 
range at Canberra International Golf Centre from the Club’s major sponsor, Pete’s Golf Connection.
