This is to inform you of the recent school news, the arrangements of school administration affairs and school

1. We celebrated the student achievements in HKDSE 2013.  Through our strong whole-school support
and home-school collaboration, the school's overall HKDSE passing rate has been kept almost 90% in
these two years with 2 subjects 100%, 4 subjects over 90% and 7 subjects over 80% as well as with top
students obtaining all subjects level 5 or above. Compared with the Hong Kong’s general
performance of day school candidates in 2013, the passing rates of our sixth formers excel in 11
subjects. Let all the students, parents and teachers work harder hand-in-hand for excellent results in
HKDSE in the coming academic year!

2.  Promotion Policy

To offer an all-round assessment on the whole-person development of our students, our school
shortlists students for promotion to the next grade based on their academic results, attendance and
conduct throughout the year. Let home-school collaboration nurture our children a future pillar of our

society.

3. S.1to 3 Textbook Recycling Scheme

With the support of Tung Wah Group of Hospitals, an environmental friendly organization, our school
is implementing a textbook recycling scheme for our junior secondary students in order to make them
treasure their textbooks, to build up their attitude of environmental conservation and to develop their
note-taking skills. Some of our S1 and S2 students have already joined the scheme in the last
academic year.

Any S1 and S2 students who have
not yet applied to join the scheme may still join it by surrendering your clean and tidy textbooks at the

end of the academic year and then you will receive a set of textbooks for free in return.
