For players in the U5 to U13 House Age Divisions with birthdays that fall between August 1st and 

September 30th, and are registered in school in the next higher grade level, their parents/guardians may 

choose to have them play with their child’s grade level or with the VYS division level. 

 

Note:  A player will only be eligible to play All Stars within the age division they play during the regular season. 

 

There will be no play up into the U5 division, as per existing policy. 

 

No division, including U5 through U12, will be greater than 14 months with the grade exception.
