Original work only - no limited edition prints or
reproductions. Art Cards are acceptable. No commercial,
imported, manufactured or mass-produced items purchased
for resale are allowed.

A couple of images of your work. If you have taken part in
either the Cactus Fesival show or the Rotary Art In the Park
with us in the past few years, it is not necessary to submit
images as we already know your work. New applicants
please submit photos.

A brief biography (in case we have time to make up a list of
vendors to give to visitors).

A cheque, money order or online e transfer for the full
amount of the fee for booth space(s).

Cheques made out to June Lynch.
E transfer will require a password to process transaction.

Size and cost of booth area: Costs are rising but we are

trying to keep them as low as possible.

Please be courteous and don’t take up more than your
purchased space and please allow at least a foot between
the booths to allow for access of vendors and visitors.

All cars must be off site by 9.30am. There is lots of parking
in the park around the Cove.

In case of bad weather, the show goes on rain or shine.

Exhibitors are advised to bring protective coverings to place

over and under displays in the event of rain. Should heavy

rain, high winds or storms occur, exhibitors remain on site

No
telephones are available so exhibitors accepting credit
cards must make their own arrangements for authorization.

Cancellations: If an exhibitor needs to cancel their
