Miss Teen Trojan Pageant Details

Contestants will be judged in private interview (10 minutes) and on-stage competition with the
following areas composing the total score for each contestant:

Interview-25%, *Lifestyle & Fitness-15%, Talent-35% (90second time limit), Evening Gown-,
and On-Stage Question combined score 25% Note: These are scoring changes for the 2014
Pageant year.



Winner receives a crown, sash, bouquet, and paid entry fee for the Miss Alabama’s Outstanding
Teen Pageant along with a $200 wardrobe scholarship
& 8500 scholarship toTroy University.

*The physical fitness routine will be taught to contestants on the day of the pageant. Attire for
the physical fitness portion — Navy athletic style shorts with any solid color T-Shirt, tennis shoes

and white footie socks.

Miss Teen Trojan is an official preliminary to the Miss Alabama’s Outstanding Teen Pageant
which will be held in March 2014 in Sylacauga, AL. Miss Alabama’s Outstanding Teen
contestants must be at least 13 years of age and no older than 17 and a junior (11" grade) on
March 1, 2014. Contestants may not be 17 and a senior (12”’ grade) on March 1, 2014. Miss
Teen Trojan and at least one parent will be required to attend the Miss Alabama’s Outstanding

Teen Orientation in January 2014.

Application Requirements:

(1) Teen contestants are required to submit a resume for the judges’ interview (sample

resume may be found at http://outstandingteen.homestead.com/FormstoCompete.html.
This is under preliminary contestants. Click on sample resume and use this as your guide.

(2) Contestants must submit the Statement of Acknowledgement *“MUST BE
NOTORIZED (do not submit the 16 page state contract. That is only for the winner
to complete.

(3) Jpeg picture emailed to the director sburks@troy.edu (this will be placed in the
judges book, but is not judged)

(4) CMIN- All contestants are required to register for Children’s Miracle Network. You
are not required to raise money, but you are required to register. You may raise
money for CMN if you want to.

(5) Miss Teen Trojan application, Talent Form, and Emcee Form and release form;
along with $100 application fee, Jpeg picture emailed to director.

Optional Competitions:

Photogenic — Picture(s) must be submitted in a sheet protector or loose (not in a frame).
Pictures will be placed in a notebook for judging.
Pictures must be picked up immediately following the pageant.

Entry fee for Photogenic Competition 810 per picture
People’s Choice Award - Supporters are encouraged to vote for their favorite contestants.

Unlimited votes may be cast at $1 each in the lobby area before the pageant. People’s Choice
Winner will receive a crown and plaque and will be recognized during crowning.

Miss Teen Trojan 2014 will receive a Crown, Sash and Bouquet
Photogenic winner and People’s Choice winners will receive plaques and also be recognized.

Each contestant will model individually, then will be brought out as a group for a final look by
the judges.

A complete Itinerary with more detailed information will be emailed after receipt of application.
