NEW ITALIAN CLASSES AND TEACHER IN ROOM 11 
The ITALO-AUSTRALIAN WELFARE & CULTURAL 
CENTRE INC is sponsoring the Italian after-hour language 
and cultural programme at Bicton PS again this year. These 
courses are of ninety minutes duration after school and are 
conducted on a weekly basis during the scholastic year.

NUTS AND EGGS 
An on-going risk at Bicton Primary School is the severe reaction 
to foods such as nuts, eggs and sesame seeds, including 
anaphylaxis reaction. At present we have many students across 
the year groups who are anaphylactic and anecdotally the 
numbers seem to be increasing. We attempt to reduce the risk to 
students by advising parents, staff and visitors not to provide nuts 
(all kinds) and eggs in their children‟s lunchboxes. We understand 
how difficult this is to achieve as many foods contain these foods, 
traces, or come from processing that contain traces. However, 
Bicton parents, staff and visitors have been fantastic in the way 
you have managed to keep away from the nuts and eggs and still 
create nutritious and tasty lunches. Thank you to all the „lunch 
makers‟ for doing your bit in reducing the allergy risk for some of 
our students!
