A Peer
review draws on the expertise and experience of professionals to support schools to
evaluate their performance outcomes and practice, and to plan for improved student
outcomes. It involves a panel comprising an independent reviewer (Lyn Keating), school
Principal, the Senior Education improvement leader (Shane Wainwright) and at least
two challenge partners (Michelle Hibbert — Principal, Koscuisko Street Primary School;
Kiley Cunningham — Assistant Principal, Maffra Secondary College). Staff, student and
parent representatives (Melissa Brown; Jen Christensen) are also involved in our review
process on the day. Following the Panel Day, the reviewer prepares a review report
capturing the consensus view of the Panel.
