Academy Standards

Uniform

Students are greeted each morning by senior staff. Full
uniform, including plain black footwear and a school bag
containing equipment, are required prior to entry into the
Academy. Alternatives to the published uniform are not
permitted and the students will be able to borrow the
correct uniform until it can be rectified. Piercings, acrylic
nails and nail polish are not permitted. (Please see the
uniform page for detailed information).

Equipment
You must come prepared for learning with a school bag,

pen, pencil, ruler, rubber and this journal. Anyone who
requires equipment must purchase it prior to the start of
the school day. We have supplies available for purchase
in pupil services.

Mobile phones
Mobile phones and other MP3 devices are permitted at

break and lunchtimes only. If a student is seen with a
mobile phone during lessons it will be confiscated.

Enerqy drinks
These types of drinks are not permitted at the Academy.

Anyone with an energy drink will have it confiscated and it
will be thrown away.

Punctuality
Any student arriving to the Academy after the 8.30am bell

will be regarded as late. Any students arriving after
9.00am will be classed as having an ‘unauthorised
absence’. Ten ‘unauthorised absences’ will result in a
penalty notice being issued.

Smoking
Smoking including the use of electronic cigarettes is not

permitted on the Academy site.

Sanctions

Students who choose not to adhere to Academy
standards will receive sanctions which include detentions,
time in our ICE (I Can Engage) room. In extreme
circumstances we may issue fixed term exclusions.

High Attendance — High Achievement

Aim for 95% attendance or more!

Students should aim to attend the Academy every
day, on time, except where illness makes it
impossible.

Every student should aim to achieve at least 95%
attendance. The pastoral staff at the Academy will
put interventions/support in place for those students
who fall below that standard.

Please note that students who are absent for 10
days or more cannot achieve 95% attendance.

Our Academy employs an Attendance Welfare
Officer who, in partnership with the pastoral and
Gateway staff, will monitor attendance and put steps
in place to improve it if it falls below 95%.
