Year 6 in the kitchen

Last week Year 6 made ‘Hard Tack’ biscuits. Hard Tack is what the soldiers during World War 1 ate as part of
their rations.

First we combined 3 cups of wholemeal self raising flour, 1 and a half cups of white self raising flour, 5
tablespoons of sugar and a tablespoon of milk powder. Next we poured in a cup of water and mixed it all
together. We then cut them into rectangles 1cm thick and baked them in the oven for 30
minutes.

The soldiers would have some jam on top of them but we used golden syrup instead. |
enjoyed the experience very much but they did taste a little like stale bread!
