Recognizing the critical role that coaches play, it is imperative that we serve as the
proper role models for our players.

WYSA Regulations state:

Visiting teams and spectators are honored guests.

No advantages except those of superior skill should be taught.

Officials and opponents should be treated and regarded as honest in intention.
Winning is desirable, but winning at any cost defeats the purpose of the game.
Losing can be a triumph when the team has given its best.

The ideal is the greatest good to the greatest number.
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Therefore, as a BVSC coach I will:

1. Support unconditionally the BVSC Technical Plan. Long term player development, guided
discovery and small-sided games are the building blocks of our teams.

2. Abide by the rules, policies, and procedures of the team and the club.

3. Plan and supervise practice sessions that are consistent with the club’s technical plan, instructive
and fun.

4. Motivate and teach through positive reinforcement.

5. Strive to become a better coach.

6. Develop my players to the best of their abilities and put my players needs before my own

ambitions.

7. Conduct myself as a responsible adult when dealing with the players, parents, referees and other
coaches.

8. Notify the club technical director of incidents that may compromise the integrity of the team or
club.

9. Strive to attract the best caliber of athletes to BVSC.

10. Actively support and work to place as many players as possible on provincial and national
teams.

11. Display a positive attitude towards all players, parents, and officials.

12. Refrain from making negative comments in any form to players, coaches, or parents.

13. Develop positive "life" qualities (i.e. discipline, teamwork, etc.) in players.

14. Respect game officials and their decisions.

15. Take responsibility for the actions of players on the field.

16. When traveling with the team: remain aware of players” whereabouts and behavior. Set
schedules and inform players of all activities.

17. Provide genuine cooperation to other coaches within the club.

18. Refrain from using profane or vulgar language in the presence of players and actively discourage
profane or vulgar language in BVSC players.

19. Provide honest and truthful evaluations of the players.

20. Be responsible for cleaning up the field or bench area (both home and away) after practices or
games.

21. Ensure that players wear their uniforms in a proper and complete fashion.

22. Wear approved club attire (tracksuit or shorts and shirt) at all club and team events.

23. Never forget that I represent BVSC.
