Additional Information

 Two sets of photocopies should be submitted along with the originals of the above 

supporting document.

 Attestations are not required if documents are submitted directly by the applicant to the 

Sri Lankan consulate office in Melbourne, however documents that are posted needs to 

be certified by authorised Australian certification bodies ( Lawyer, Doctor, Justice of 

peace, Police officer or pharmacist)

 Payments for applications are only accepted by cash at the Sri Lankan consulate office 

in Melbourne, all postal applications should include a  postal order/ money order/ bank 

draft drawn in favor of “Consulate General of Sri Lanka”

 Application fee A$ 135(expired passports will be charged additional A$ 5 per each year 

from expiry)
