MIDWEEK REFRESHER 
 
 

 

Read:  Luke 10: 38-42 
 
 

Reflect:  In this passage Luke is not opposing two 
states of life. There are not, on the one hand, con-
templative aristocrats of the Christian life, and, on 
the other hand, the foot soldiers of the apostolic 
ministry. Jesus’ answer to Martha is in no way in-
tended to absolve those who would identify them-
selves solely with Mary. However, with Martha, 
occupied by a multiplicity of tasks, Jesus asks only 
one thing:  to listen to his word in order to put it 
into practice. All disciples meet the same chal-
lenge to balance service and contemplation. Zac-
chaeus, a model for the Christian disciple, gives 
half his material goods to the poor (Lk. 19: 8). Yet 
contemplation of his word is also demanded of his 
disciples (cf. 10: 23-24). Nor are women to be re-
stricted only to “women’s work”.  They, too, with 
men, are called to listen to his word. 
 
 

Pray: Lord, balance my life with my “Martha” and 
“Mary” sides. 
 
Act: Keep some space each day for prayer and 
service.
