October in teams of three or four.  The afternoon will feature a number of challenges and activities

at various locations around and close to the Glasgow Subway system.

Teams should arrive for registration at Battalion HQ between 11am and 11.30am, following a briefing

teams will set off at staggered intervals, the event will finish with a meal at HQ at around 5pm.

Teams will consist of three or four BB members between the ages of 16 & 24. Boys in S4 (School

Year) who are not yet 16 may also compete, teams cannot consist of all 15 year olds.

Entry costs £5 per person (which includes Subway ticket and meal). Entries should be made by

returning the form below with payment to the Glasgow Battalion office by Monday 12th October.

Each team must have at least one fully charged mobile camera phone with them, the team will

need to send and receive text messages during the event, they may need to send picture

messages. Uniform will not be worn, although any identification badges/ bands issued must be

displayed throughout. Appropriate clothing is needed for the weather on the day.

For those travelling from further afield, accompanying staff are welcome to relax at Battalion HQ

or, of course, lend a hand in staffing the event.
