- Last Day of School – The final day of school is Friday, June 17.  School will begin at 8:00 A.M. and will end at 9:45 A.M.  The 

state requires all students to be in attendance.    Please do not ask to have your child depart early, or come in only to get a report 

card and leave. There will be no dismissal for any students before 9:45 a.m. There are end of year tasks which need to be 

completed. It is also time for students and teachers to say goodbye.     

 

- Last Day Dismissal – School buses will pick up and drop off at regular school site stops; there will be no bus service to the park 

districts.   Kindergarten students will be dismissed after graduation and will go home with their families.   Students in 1
st
 – 4

th
 grade 

will be dismissed from the first floor lunchroom.   Upper level students will be dismissed to the outside per regular procedures.  The 

basketball court will be available for parking for families of kindergarten graduates only.  Security and parent volunteers will be 

on hand to assist with directing traffic.  If your 1
st
 – 8

th
 grade child usually rides the school bus at the end of the day, but will not take 

the bus on Friday, June 17 – please complete the form at the bottom of the newsletter and return to Nancy Jones, main office, on 

Wednesday, June 15.   

 

-  Report Cards –Final report cards will be sent home with students Friday, June 17.  Report cards are not available before June 

17.  If your child is not here, report cards will be available for pick up in the main office beginning Monday, June 20.
