The Confirmation Name must be a Christian Name (examples: a Saint name or a virtuous biblical name). Due to
Confirmation’s connection to the sacrament of Baptism, we recommended that the Baptismal name be considered, i.e.,
Mark Matthew Morson (Matthew as the Confirmation name) OR simply, Mark Morson (Mark as the Confirmation name).
If you do not have a Christian Name (i.e. Scott, Kelly, Brooke, Tara, Jordan, Tiffany, etc.), you need to choose a
confirmation name. The confirmation certificate will have your FIRST NAME, CONFIRMATION NAME AND LAST
NAME ONLY (i.e., Vanessa Theresa Coppa), or your FIRST (if taking it as Confirmation Name) AND LAST NAME
ONLY (i.e. Elizabeth Murray).

SPONSOR'S FULL NAME

Since Confirmation is linked with the sacrament of Baptism, it is recommended that one of the Baptismal

godparents be chosen as a sponsor (provided he/she is a Confirmed and practicing Catholic at least 16 years of
age). The sponsor does not have to be of the same sex as the candidate. Parents cannot be sponsors.
