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Who is eligible?
To be considered for a University of Victoria international 

scholarship, a nominated student must:

l    have applied and been accepted to the University of Victoria 

and be entering their first University of Victoria undergraduate 

degree program directly from a participating institution  

l  meet admission criteria for their specific program, and general 

admission criteria for the University of Victoria.

l  have an excellent academic record (“A” average, minimum of 

32 IB points or equivalent)

l  be an international student who is neither a Canadian citizen 

nor permanent resident of Canada and maintain their study 

permit status throughout their undergraduate studies

Application process
