The origin of the icon is shrouded in
legend, some historians attributing the painting to St.
Luke. Over the centuries, this sacred shrine has be-
come a famous pilgrimage site and it is a special
prayer site for Bl. Pope John Paul II. The story of the
Polish nation's dedication to Mary, Mother of God and
Queen of Poland, comes alive here. In the afternoon
continue Wroclaw, called the “Venice of Poland” be-
cause of its bridges and islands on the Odra River.
