Commercial Debit Card Terms and Conditions

1. In these Commercial Debit Card Terms and Conditions (the “Terms and Conditions”), the following terms shall have the following 

meanings:

“Bank” shall mean HSBC Bank Middle East Limited, operating through its branches established in Qatar and having its correspondence 

address at PO Box 57, Doha, Qatar.

"Debit Card" shall mean any Commercial Debit Card and/or any Commercial  Delegate Debit Card issued to the Cardholder by the Bank 

which may be used to effect banking transactions by electronic means whether at ATM's or at any merchant outlet accepting payments by 

VISA, or otherwise; 

“Customer” shall mean the person or company operating the Principal Account as specified in this Commercial Debit Card Application;

“Customer’s Account” shall mean any account of the Customer as operated by the Cardholder for the purposes of the Debit  Card, 

whether it is the Principal Account or the Secondary Account as defined in Section 4 of  the Commercial Debit Card Application; 

"Cardholder" shall mean the individual(s) listed in Sections 3 and 4 of the Commercial Debit Card Application who are authorised by the 

Customer to receive the Debit Card in their respective names and are authorised to use the Debit Card to operate the Customer’s Account.

2. Terms defined elsewhere in this Commercial Debit Card Application shall also apply to these Terms and Conditions.

3. The Terms and Conditions are supplemental to the Bank’s Commercial Banking General Terms and Conditions for the Operation

 of Accounts.  To the extent that there is any inconsistency between these Terms and Conditions and the Bank’s Commercial Banking

General Terms and Conditions for the Operation of Accounts, they shall be construed in accordance with these Terms and Conditions.

4. The Debit Card is, and will remain at all times, the property of the Bank. The Bank reserves the right to withdraw and/or cancel (in its sole 

discretion) the Debit Card and or/any of the Services offered at any time without prior notice, although the Bank shall endeavour to give 

prior notice if possible.

5. The Customer’s Account will be debited with the amount of any transaction effected by the use of the Debit Card. The Customer will 

maintain sufficient funds in the Customer's Account to cover all such transactions. The Customer will be responsible to the Bank for all 

transactions effected by the Cardholder through the use of the Debit Card, whether duly authorised by the Customer or not. 

6. No overdraft facility will be available for the Secondary Account.   A minimum balance equivalent to the Total Limit specified under Section 

4 of the Commercial Debit Card Application must be maintained in any Secondary Account opened for the purposes of issuing a Debit Card 

to any Delegate, and if the balance becomes less than the Total Limit, the Bank is authorised (without any further prior approval required 

from the Customer) to transfer such amounts as may be required from the Principal Account to ensure that the balance in the Secondary 

Account is equal to the Total Limit. The minimum balance maintained in the Secondary Account will not be included in the calculation of the 

minimum balance requirement (if any) of the Principal Account. 

7. The Personal Identification Number (“PIN”) issued to the Customer for use with the Debit Card and any PIN substituted by the Customer 

or the Cardholder for that purpose are strictly confidential. The Customer shall be fully liable for all unauthorised transactions occurring 

as a result of the disclosure of any PIN by the Customer and/or Cardholder to any third party under any circumstances or by any means 

whether voluntarily or otherwise. The Customer shall ensure that the Cardholder does not keep any written record of any PIN in any place 

or manner which may enable a third party to use the Debit Card.

8. Any loss or theft of the Debit Card must be reported to the Bank by telephone or other means immediately and confirmed in writing as 

soon as possible thereafter. The Customer will be responsible for all transactions effected by the Cardholder through the use of the Debit 

Card until receipt of such notification. The Bank will debit the Customer’s Account with any costs incurred in issuing a replacement Debit 

Card.

9. Cash and/or cheques deposited with any Debit Card will only be credited to the Customer Account after verification by the Bank. The 

statement issued by the ATM at the time of deposit only represents what the Cardholder purports to have deposited and will not be 

binding on the Bank. Cheques will be accepted for collection only and the proceeds will not be available until they have been cleared.

10. The Bank will not be liable for any failure to provide any of the Services or to perform any obligation hereunder where such failure is 

attributable (whether directly or indirectly) to any dispute or other circumstances beyond its control. The Bank will not be liable for any 

consequential or indirect damages arising from or related to the use of the Debit Card.

11. The Customer’s Account will be debited (without any further prior approval required from the Customer) with all charges applicable to the 

Services and the Debit Card as detailed in the Bank’s Corporate Banking Tariff of Charges (as may be amended from time to time).

12. The Bank reserves the right to disclose, in strict confidence, to any third party institution such information concerning the Customer and or 

Cardholder as may be necessary or appropriate in connection with its participation in any electronic funds transfer network.

13. The Bank reserves the right to add, delete and/or vary any of these Terms and Conditions upon notice to the Customer. Use of the 

Debit Card after the date upon which any change to these Terms and Conditions is to have effect (as specified in the Bank’s notice) will 

constitute acceptance without reservation by the Customer of such change. If the Customer does not accept any proposed change, the 

Debit Card must be returned to the Bank for cancellation prior to the date upon which such change is to have effect.

14. If more than one person signs or agrees to be bound by the Terms and Conditions on behalf of a commercial enterprise other than a limited 

liability corporate entity, the obligation and liabilities of such persons hereunder will be joint and several and, as the context may require, 

words herein denoting the singular only will be deemed to include the plural. Any notice hereunder to any one such person will be deemed 

effective notification to all such persons.

15. These Terms and Conditions shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Qatar.
