IF YOU HAVE A CHILD SUPPORT ORDER THAT INCLUDES A PROVISION FOR THE
REIMBURSEMENT OF A PORTION OF THE CHILD'S OR CHILDREN'S HEALTH-CARE COSTS
AND THOSE COSTS ARE NOT PAID BY INSURANCE, THE LAW SAYS:

1. Notice. You must give the other parent an itemized
statement of the charges that have been billed for any health-
care costs not paid by insurance. You must give this
statement to the other parent within a reasonable time, but no
more than 30 days after those costs were given to you.

2. Proof of full payment. If you have already paid all of the
uninsured costs, you must (1) give the other parent proof that
you paid them and (2) ask for reimbursement for the other
parent's court-ordered share of those costs.

3. Proof of partial payment. If you have paid only your share
of the uninsured costs, you must (1) give the other parent
proof that you paid your share, (2) ask that the other parent
pay his or her share of the costs directly to the health-care
provider, and (3) give the other parent the information
necessary for that parent to be able to pay the bill.

4. Payment by notified parent. If you receive notice from a
parent that an uninsured health-care cost has been incurred,
you must pay your share of that cost within the time the court
orders; or if the court has not specified a period of time, you
must make payment (1) within 30 days from the time you were
given notice of the amount due, (2) according to any payment
schedule set by the health-care provider, (3) according to a
schedule agreed to in writing by you and the other parent, or
(4) according to a schedule adopted by the court.

health-care insurance as ordered by the court, that insurance
must be used at all times to the extent that it is available for

health-care costs.

a. Burden to prove. The party claiming that the coverage is
inadequate to meet the child's needs has the burden of
proving that to the court.

b. Cost of additional coverage. If a parent purchases health-
care insurance in addition to that ordered by the court, that
parent must pay all the costs of the additional coverage. In
addition, if a parent uses alternative  coverage that costs
more than the coverage provided by court order, that parent
must pay the difference.

7. Preferred health providers. If the court-ordered coverage
designates a preferred health-care provider, that provider
must be used at all times consistent with the terms of the
health insurance policy. When any party uses a health-care
provider other than the preferred provider, any health-care
costs that would have been paid by the preferred health
provider if that provider had been used must be the sole
responsibility of the party incurring those costs.

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INFORMATION SHEET ON CHANGING A CHILD SUPPORT ORDER
General Information
The court has just made a child support order in your case. This order will remain the same unless a party to the action requests that
the support be changed (modified). An order for child support can be modified only by filing a motion to change child support and
serving each party involved in your case. If both parents and the local child support agency (if it is involved) agree on a new child
support amount, you can complete, have all parties sign, and file with the court a Stipulation to Establish or Modify Child Support and
Order (form FL-350) or Stipulation and Order (Governmental) (form FL-625).

When a Child Support Order May Be Modified

The court takes several things into account when ordering the payment of child support. First, the number of children is considered.
Next, the net incomes of both parents are determined, along with the percentage of time each parent has physical custody of the
children. The court considers both parties’ tax filing status and may consider hardships, such as a child of another relationship. An
existing order for child support may be modified when the net income of one of the parents changes significantly, the parenting
schedule changes significantly, or a new child is born.

Examples

» You have been ordered to pay $500 per month in child support. You lose your job. You will continue to owe $500 per month, plus
10 percent interest on any unpaid support, unless you file a motion to modify your child support to a lower amount and the court
orders a reduction.

 You are currently receiving $300 per month in child support from the other parent, whose net income has just increased
substantially. You will continue to receive $300 per month unless you file a motion to modify your child support to a higher amount
and the court orders an increase.

¢ You are paying child support based upon having physical custody of your children 30 percent of the time. After several months it turns
out that you actually have physical custody of the children 50 percent of the time. You may file a motion to modify child support to a
lower amount.

How to Change a Child Support Order
To change a child support order, you must file papers with the court. Remember: You must follow the order you have now.

What forms do | need?

If you are asking to change a child support order open with the local child support agency, you must fill out one of these forms:
* FL-680, Notice of Motion (Governmental) or FL-683 Order to Show Cause (Governmental) and

* FL-684, Request for Order and Supporting Declaration (Governmental)

If you are asking to change a child support order that is not open with the local child support agency, you must fill out one of these
forms:
o FL-300, Request for Order or

* FL-390, Notice of Motion and Motion for Simplified Modification of Order for Child, Spousal, or Family Support

You must also fill out one of these forms:
e FL-150, Income and Expense Declaration or FL-155, Financial Statement (Simplified)

What if | am not sure which forms to fill out?
Talk to the family law facilitator at your court.

After you fill out the forms, file them with the court clerk and ask for a hearing date. Write the hearing date on the form.
The clerk will ask you to pay a filing fee. If you cannot afford the fee, fill out these forms, too:

¢ Form FW-001, Request to Waive Court Fees

« Form FW-003, Order on Court Fee Waiver (Superior Court)

You must serve the other parent. If the local child support agency is involved, serve it too.

This means someone 18 or over—not you—must serve the other parent copies of your filed court forms at least 16 court days before
the hearing. Add 5 calendar days if you serve by mail within California (see Code of Civil Procedure section 1005 for other situations).
Court days are weekdays when the court is open for business (Monday through Friday except court holidays). Calendar days include
all days of the month, including weekends and holidays. To find court holidays, go to www.courts.ca.gov/holidays.htm.

The server must also serve blank copies of these forms:

* FL-320, Responsive Declaration to Request for Order and FL-150, Income and Expense Declaration, or

* FL-155, Financial Statement (Simplified)

Then the server fills out and signs a Proof of Service (form FL-330 or FL-335). Take this form to the clerk and file it.

Go to your hearing and ask the judge to change the support. Bring your tax returns from the last two years and your last two
months' pay stubs. The judge will look at your information, listen to both parents, and make an order. After the hearing, fill out:

e FL-340, Findings and Order After Hearing and

e FL-342, Child Support Information and Order Attachment

Si tiene una orden de manutencién de los hijos que disponga el reembolso
de una parte de los costos de la atencién de la salud del menor (0 menores)
y dichos costos no son pagados por el seguro, la ley dice lo siguiente:

y (2) pedirle que le reembolse la porcién que le corresponde
conforme a la orden de la corte.

3. Comprobante de pago parcial. Si solo pagé la porcién
que le corresponde de los costos no cubiertos por el seguro,
debe: (1) darle al otro padre un comprobante indicando que
ya pago dicha porcion; (2) pedirle al otro padre que pague
directamente al proveedor de servicios de salud la parte

de los costos que le corresponde, y (3) darle al otro padre

la informacién necesaria para que pague la factura.

4. Pago por parte del padre notificado. Si usted recibe una
notificacion del otro padre indicando que se ha incurrido un
costo no cubierto por el seguro de salud, debera pagar la
porcion que le corresponde a usted dentro del plazo ordenado
por la corte, o si la corte no especifica un plazo, debera pagar
dichos costos ya sea (1) a mas tardar en 30 dias desde la

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Hoja informativa sobre cdmo cambiar una orden de manutencién de los hijos
Informacién general
La corte acaba de dictar una orden de manutencion de los hijos en su caso. Esta orden permanecera igual a menos que una de las
partes del caso pida que se cambie (modifique). Una orden de manutencion de los hijos solo se puede modificar si se presenta una
peticién para cambiar la manutencion de los hijos y si se hace la entrega legal a todas las partes del caso. Si ambos padres y la
agencia local de manutencion de los hijos, si corresponde, estan de acuerdo sobre un nuevo monto, puede llenar y hacer que cada
parte firme una Estipulacion para establecer o modificar una orden de manutencién de los hijos y Orden (formulario FL-350) o una
Estipulacion y Orden (Gubernamental) (formulario FL-625).

Cuando se puede modificar una orden de manutencion de los hijos

La corte toma en consideracion varios factores al dictar una orden de manutencion de los hijos. Primero, se considera el nimero de

hijos. Luego, se determinan los ingresos de ambos padres, asi como el porcentaje del tiempo que cada padre tiene la custodia fisica

de los hijos. La corte considera el estado tributario de ambas partes y puede tener en cuenta factores de dificultad econémica, como
por ejemplo un hijo de otra relacion. Se puede modificar la orden de manutencién de los hijos actual si hay un cambio considerable
en los ingresos netos de uno de los padres, un cambio considerable en el tiempo que los menores pasan con cada uno de los padres,

0 si nace un nuevo hijo.

Ejemplos:

« Si le ordenaron pagar $500 mensuales de manutencion de los hijos y luego pierde su empleo, continuara debiendo $500
mensuales. Ademas debera pagar el 10% de interés sobre la manutenciéon impaga a menos que presente una peticion pidiendo
que se modifique y se reduzca la suma de manutencién y que la corte ordene dicha reduccion.

* Si esta recibiendo $300 mensuales por manutencién de los hijos provenientes del otro padre y los ingresos de ese padre
aumentan considerablemente, usted continuara recibiendo $300 mensuales, a menos que presente una peticion para modificar
la orden y que la corte ordene el aumento de la suma de manutencién de los hijos.

¢ Si paga manutencion de los hijos basandose en que tiene la custodia fisica de sus hijos un 30% del tiempo, y después de varios
meses resulta que en efecto pasa el 50% del tiempo a cargo de la custodia fisica de sus hijos, podra presentar una peticién pidiendo
que se reduzca la suma de manutencion.

Coémo modificar una orden de manutencién de los hijos
Para modificar una orden de manutencion de los hijos, debe presentar documentos ante la corte. Recuerde: tiene que obedecer
la orden en existencia.

¢Qué formularios necesito?

The local child support agency is required, under section 466(a)(13) of the Social Security Act, to place in the records pertaining to
child support the social security number of any individual who is subject to a divorce decree, support order, or paternity determination
or acknowledgment. This information is mandatory and will be kept on file at the local child support agency.

Top of page 2, box on left side: Print the names of the petitioner/plaintiff, respondent/defendant, and other parent in this box. Use the
same names listed on page 1.

Top of page 2, box on right side: Print your court case number in this box. Use the same case number as on page 1, second box,
right side.

You are required to complete information about yourself. If you know information about the other person, you may also fill in what you
know about him or her.
5. If you are the father in this case, list your full name in this space. See instructions for a—g under item 6 below.
6. If you are the mother in this case, list your full name in this space.
a. List your date of birth.
b. Write your social security number.
c. List the street address, city, state, and zip code where you live.

d. List the street address, city, state, and zip code where you want your mail sent, if different from the address where you live.

e. Write your driver's license number and the state where it was issued.
f. List the telephone number where you live.
g. Indicate whether you are employed, not employed, self-employed, or by checking the appropriate box. If you are employed, write
the name, street address, city, state, zip code, and telephone number where you work.
7. If there is a restraining order, protective order, or nondisclosure order, check this box.

a. Check the box beside each person who is protected by the restraining order.

b. Check the box beside the parent who is restrained.
c. Write the date the restraining order expires. See the restraining order, protective order, or nondisclosure order for this date.

If you are in fear of domestic violence, you may want to ask the court for a restraining order, protective order, or nondisclosure order.

You must type or print your name, fill in the date, and sign the Child Support Case Registry Form under penalty of perjury. When you
sign under penalty of perjury, you are stating that the information you have provided is true and correct.
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
