The rent for accommodation, managed by the prefecture or the city government,
is relatively low (under 20,000 yen per month). If you apply for this
accommodation, there are certain conditions, and permission of residence will be
granted only if you are chosen by lot. Because local people also apply for this
housing, and thus your chances of being chosen are slight.
The rent for private apartments varies, depending on the size and the furnishing of
the rooms. The average of rent is 30,000 yen to 35,000 yen a month. In addition, it
is customary to pay a deposit (security money), key money, and a commission to
the real estate agent, which can amount to three to five times the monthly rent.
For both city and private accommodation utilities must be paid which vary from
5,000 yen to 20,000 yen a month, depending on your usage.
