Parks & Trails

Field crews: Assist staff in preparing fields for 
sports activities.

Shoreline Clean-up: Remove debris along the 
Fox River and other shorelines.

Trail Clean-up: Remove litter from the mowed 
areas along the trails and the natural areas.

Neighborhood Park Beautification: Help with 
planting projects and litter removal from neigh-
borhood parks.

Community Centers
Greeter: Ensure that people entering the center 
are greeted and that visitors are offered assistance. 

Clerical Help: Help with a wide range of clerical 
work which includes filing, returning phone calls 
and stuffing envelopes.

Birthday Party Helper: Help with children’s 
birthday party activities.

Classroom Aides: Assist teachers in the class-
room, help prepare craftprojects, clean up after 
projects and help children with various needs.

Child Care Aide: Responsible for attending to 
the children (playing, reading, giving bottles), 
cleaning toys and assisting with the overall clean-
liness and maintenance of the child care room.

Light-Duty Custodian: Perform light-duty 
cleaning, including window washing, cleaning 
walls and garbage removal.

With Active Adults

Friendly Center Club: Assist the club leader in 
setting up and decorating for meetings and par-
ties as well as clean-up after the events.

Trips: Help pass out snacks, manage tickets and 
help people needing assistance.

Events: Help decorate, set tables, serve refresh-
ments and clean up at the end of events.

With Kids

Preschool Aide: Assist preschool teachers in 
the classroom, help prepare craft projects, clean 
up after projects and help children with various 
needs.

Class Helper: Provide support to the instructor 
in art, science and cooking classes. 

Camp Counselor Assistant: Help out during 
various summer or holiday camps during crafts, 
sports activities, field trips and reading stories.

Share Your Hobby or Talent: Teach children  
a new skill by sharing your hobbies or talents. 

Gymnastics Competition: Help set up and take 
down gymnastics equipment, work concessions 
and admissions, and tabulate and flash scores. 

Drama Volunteer: Assist with making costumes, 
set and prop construction or coordination, back-
stage chaperone, ushers and ticket sales.

Dance Assistant: Serve as a backstage chaper-
one, ticket seller or usher during dance recitals.

Performing Arts Camp Expert: Share your 
expertise during camps if you work in the dance, 
acting or music industries.

Youth Coach: Teach fundamental skills, good 
sportsmanship and playing strategies in practice 
and game situations.

After-school Programs Helper: One-hour 
after-school programs include sports, story time, 
science, tumbling, drama, dance and computer 
art activities.

Restoration Steward: Help eliminate non-native 
plants from the grounds and gardens, help plant 
and maintain native plants, and help with general 
grounds maintenance. 

Red Oak Assistant: Serve as an engaging 
representative talking with the public.

Special Events: Engage visitors to Blakberry Farm 
during special events throughout the season.
