     Since December 2011, Overton Park Conservancy has been working to preserve and 

enhance Midtown’s historic park.  From big projects--like building Overton Bark and 

renovating Rainbow Lake Playground--to daily tasks like landscaping and trash removal, we 

are committed to making the park a clean, beautiful, attractive destination for Memphians 

and their families.

     The Conservancy hosts two special events each year: A Day of Merrymaking, a family 

festival in June, and A Magical Night at Overton Park, a gala celebration in November.
